IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

Before using the electrical appliance, the following basic precautions should
always be followed including the following:

1. Read all instructions.

2. Before use check that the voltage of wall outlet correspond to the one shown
on the rating plate.

3. Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug or after the appli-
ance malfunctions, or is dropped or damaged in any manner. Return appliance
to the nearest authorized service facility for examination, repair or electrical or
mechanical adjustment.

4. If the supply cord is damaged it must be replaced by the manufacturer or a
authorized service agent or a qualified technician in order to avoid a hazard.

5. Unplug from outlet when not in use, before putting on or taking off parts, and
before cleaning.

6. Care shall be taken when handling the cutting blades, emptying the bowl and
during cleaning.

7. Do not let cord hang over edge of table or hot surface.

8. Do not immerse the motorized base in liquid, or place in dishwasher. Damage
to the unit will occur if submerged in liquid or filling the liquid into the container.
Only the top cover may be immersed.

9. Close supervision is necessary when your appliance is being used near chil-
dren or infirm persons.

10. Ensure fingers are kept well away from moving parts.

1. Do not remove cover until blade has completely stopped.

12. Do not attempt operation without the cover being in place.

13. Do not run the appliance without load.

14. The use of accessory not recommended by the manufacturer may cause
injuries to persons.

15. Immediately turn off the appliance and send it to the authorized service
agent for repair if abnormal sound, abnormal taste, excessive heat and smoke
are found during use.

16. Remove the dust and other foreign objects from the appliance before use.
17. It is forbidden to disassemble, repair and rebuild the body.

18. After each use, ensure that the motor stops completely before disassemble.
19. Do not plug and unplug the appliance with wet hands or wet towels.

20. Do not drag or bind the power cord.

21. Do not shake or drop the appliance strongly.

22. Check grinding chamber for presence of foreign objects before using.

23. This appliance is not intended for used by persons (including children) with




reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and
knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction concerning
use of the appliances by a person responsible for their safety.

24. Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appli-

ance.

25. Misuse may cause potential injury.

26. Do not operate the appliance for other than its intended use.
27. Do not use outdoors.

BEFORE THE FIRST TIME

1. Carefully unpack your coffee grinder and remove all packing materials.

2. Toremove any dust that may have accumulated during packaging.
CAUTION: Never immerse the body in water for cleaning and do not fill the
grinding unit with water for cleaning.

OPERATION

I. BUTTON GRINDER

1. Transfer 210g coffee beans into the coffee box

2. Put the coffee bean box into the card slot and fasten it clockwise

3. Turn on electicity 220-240V 50/60HZ 120W

4. Send the cutterhead bracket into the slot

5. Put the powder cup into the base

6. The thickess of grinding beans can be adjusted according to the pressing
time and the time should not exceed 1 minute

7. Release the switch button to stop grinding beans

8. The device can,t work cantinuusly for 10 minutes within 10 minues if the
working time is more than 3 minutes it must rest for 30 minutes before it can
wWork

GRINDING TIPS

1. The coarse ground coffee is generally used for percolators and coffee urns.
Medium ground coffee is used for drip coffee makers and steam-type espresso
machines. A fine ground coffee is used for espresso machines with an electric
pump.

2. For the freshest, most flavorful coffee, grind only enough for the pot you are
making. Coffee beans keep up to 2 months in the freezer in an airtight container
and can be ground while still frozen. Coffee grounds left in your grinder can
become stale and affect the flavor of freshly ground coffee. Be sure to clean
grinding chamber, blades after each use.

3. This grinder can only grind dry, brittle foods. It will not grind anything moist,
extremely hard, or gummy such as whole ginger, chocolate, sesame seeds or
oily spices such as cinnamon, cloves or nutmeg. Do not grind peanuts or grains
such as wheat, rice, barley, or dried corn. Attempting to grind any of these
foods may damage the unit. Never use it to chop ice cubes.

4. Freshly ground peppercorns have a strong aroma and taste that may affect
the flavor of coffee beans ground afterward. You may want to purchase a sepa-
rate grinder if you plan to grind peppercorns.



5.The switch of this machine is a button switch. When grinding coffee beans ab-
normally, the powder cup is still grinding after it is full of powder. If the grinding
time lasts for more than 4 minutes, the temperature controller will jump suddenly
and power-off protection will occur. At this time, the prototype does not work. In
this case, all the beans in the bean box need to be removed, and the powder
blocked in the powder outlet channel needs to be dredged with a brush, and then
the machine can be used normally after 2 hours
